Did you know that there is a part of the United States that has a strong connection with France and French
culture? That place is New Orleans, where even today, there are some French words used that we cannot hear in other
parts of America. New Orleans has an unusual and rich culture that has made it famous around the world.

New Orleans was originally a part of France when the city was born in 1718, long before the United States became
a country. Later, in 1803, the United States got New Orleans when they bought some land from Napoleon, the leader of
France. However, there were still more French speakers than English speakers for some years. Even today there is a
large French school that many students attend.

This mix of cultures and languages is one reason that New Orleans is a good city for many different types of people.
For hundreds of years, people of different races* have married and had families together, although this was not always
common in other parts of the country. Also, many Vietnamese-Americans, for example, families with a grandfather or
grandmother from Vietnam, have made New Orleans their home. (#) Many artists and musicians live in New Orleans
because the city welcomes their unusual habits and lifestvles. like staving up all night or dancing in the streets. They
love a good party! In fact, New Orleans has many festivals, one almost every weekend. Some events are for music, like
Jazz Festival, but (7) others are for special groups of people, like “Decadence” for sexual minorities. Many businesses
and hotels welcome sexual minorities, and (/) this is another example of New Orleans welcoming people who are
“different.”

The most famous festival is Mardi Gras, named from the French for “Fat Tuesday.” This festival is not only one day,
but really continues for two weeks. Traditional activities during the carnival include throwing necklaces of brightly
colored beads and eating a special cake called “King Cake.” Inside the cake is a small plastic toy or baby doll. If the toy is
in your piece of cake, you are king for the day and wear a paper crown. You can order the people around you, but you
must buy them the King Cake the next year. As for the necklaces, you can see many hanging from the trees that they
landed in, even years after the festival.

People in New Orleans are very friendly, and for this reason some people say it is a “big small town” because the
city is warm like a small town. People say “hello” to everyone, and make small talk easily. However, if you buy something
at a store, you might need extra time. The store person will probably ask about your family and tell you about his or her

family, even if it is the first time to meet you!
